Important Shift in Volunteer/Parent Clearance Requirements

will not be solely responsible for a child/group of children's well-being. Parents/guardians who chaperon trips on a regular
basis throughout the year and any parent/volunteer for outdoor trips must still have their clearances. In addition, any
person (patentor otherwise) who volunteer at the school on a regular basis must still have their clearances.
